During the onset of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Joint IDA partnered with Downtown Wytheville and the Wytheville-Wythe-Bland 
Chamber of Commerce to create the 2020 Sustainability Loan Fund by jointly funding $60,000 to support small business needs in 
a time of economic uncertainty. Businesses were encouraged to submit an application to borrow up to $2,000 for 24 months at zero 
percent interest. Twelve businesses were supported through this program.

Continuing that partnership, the group brought in Visit Wytheville to explore more support opportunities. From there, the Open 
for Business – Recovery Assistance Grant was made available by Wythe County, the Town of Wytheville, and the Town of Rural 
Retreat through Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act funding and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
funding awarded from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD). Through the development process, 
the working partners were able to design a universal application for businesses to access three pools of funding: tiered awards (up 
to $10,000) funded by Wythe County based on 2019 revenue, tiered awards (up to $15,000) funded by the town of Rural Retreat for 
businesses operating in Rural Retreat town limits, and rent and mortgage reimbursement (up to $10,000) funded by DHCD’s CDBG 
program.

CARES Non-profit Assistance Grants were also made available by Wythe County and the Town of Rural Retreat through CARES Act 
funding to support non-profit organizations providing services in those communities. Between the two funds, the Joint IDA was able to 
make awards of $5,000 - $15,000 to twenty-five organizations based on the number of applicants, demonstrated community impact, 
and services provided with priority given to food assistance programs, housing assistance programs, and emergency assistance.

COVID RESPONSE

WORKFORCE INDICATORS
Throughout the COVID pandemic, the Joint IDA has worked not only to support area businesses, but to support our workforce partners 
and job seekers. Working with our partners, we collaborate to identify and implement resources to better serve our business community’s 
workforce needs. During the pandemic, our workforce partners have promoted virtual career fairs, hosted virtual workforce exchanges 
to better understand a company’s specific hiring needs, and help make connections between available industry positions and job 
seekers with specific skill sets. As we near the end of pandemic assistance benefits and families are preparing for school to resume, our 
workforce team is excited to continue assisting our businesses in filling open positions and helping our community get back to work.
